I. STATEMENT OF WORK

A. Services

1. Scope of Contract. The purpose of this contract is to provide transportation services for
American Embassy Lisbon’s employees for OFFICIAL BUSINESS USE ONLY. The Contractor
shall provide all managerial, administrative, direct labor personnel, vehicles, drivers,
communication equipment, all running expenses (i.e., fuel, oil, etc) including all servicing and
insurance of such vehicles that are necessary to accomplish all work required by this contract

2. Receipts

The contractor is required to issue a trip confirmation receipt in paper version for
Embassy employees. Monthly charges shall be broken down by each employee, agency, memos
(purpose of the trip), prices, dates, trip information (from A to B point).

3. Funding/Ordering
The contract will be funded on yearly basis.

Each authorized customer would issue instructions to the Contractor pertaining to
specific dates, times, etc. for transportation services, as needed. Instructions may be issued

4. Estimated Level of Services

Although the Embassy cannot determine the exact number of passengers in advance and
the number of passengers may vary each month, the services shall be provided at the rates
specified in the pricing section of this contract.

5. Scheduled Transportation Services

Service shall be provided 365 days a year, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. All rides must
begin within 10 — 15 minutes from the time the request was submitted (electronically or by phone).
All passengers must be able to request a ride from any location to any location within Lisbon
district (covering Cascais, Sintra, etc.). Passengers must be able to schedule a ride up to 2 weeks
prior.

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B. Equipment to be Provided by the Contractor

1. Vehicles. The Contractor shall provide a sufficient quantity of non-smoking
standard size vehicles (minimum 4 seats cars) to provide uninterrupted service under this
contract. The vehicles shall either have the meter to indicate the price or shall have software that
calculates cost based on a GPS system. The vehicles must meet the standards required by
Portuguese laws and regulations, and meet the safety inspection requirements. If any vehicle is
determined to be unsafe or unsatisfactory, its use is prohibited until such unsafe or
unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected. In such event, the Contractor must provide
replacement vehicle to maintain the schedule.

(a) Maintenance Schedule: the Contractor shall maintain all vehicle equipment

C. Drivers.

All drivers shall meet the following qualifications.

1. All drivers shall meet all state and local license requirements. Any such licenses
shall be in the possession of the drivers when operating a vehicle under this contract.

2. All drivers shall possess sufficient ability in speaking the English language to
understand basic direction instructions.

3. A thorough knowledge of Lisbon’s streets and traffic patterns.
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4. The drivers are strictly prohibited from driving a vehicle while intoxicated. The
Contractor guarantees that all drivers abstain from alcohol consumption before they start their
runs under this contract.

5. Drivers must agree not to smoke in the vehicle.

1. OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS

A. PAYMENT

1. General:

(@) The Contractor shall submit invoices as instructed by the American Embassy. Each
invoice shall include the monthly amount billed. The contractor shall submit only ONE invoice

at the end of the month. The Government will make payment for all work under an individual
invoice in a lump sum for all completed and accepted work.

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D. INSURANCE
